· Cynthia Pancicali asked how she could review the revenues and expenditures that coincide with the Treasurers Report.  City Recorder Susan Rogers told Cynthia she could visit city hall and complete a public records request to access the information.  Ms. Pancicali also asked about the status of the park expansion project.  Mayor Turner stated this was an agenda item and an update would be given later in the meeting.
· Communications From the Board of Mayor and Aldermen
· Mayor Turner presented a request from the Planning Commission for consideration of a Street Acceptance Request for Ashberry Farms Section 8B, 9B, 6A, 7A, 8A, 9A, and 10.  Alderman Wade pointed out that both A2H and Martin Paving have performed tests on the street asphalt and the streets are in favorable condition and Mayor Turner concurred.  Alderman Wade made a motion for the City of Three Way to accept the streets in Ashberry Farms Section 8B, 9B, 6A, 7A, 8A, 9A, and 10.  Alderman Young seconded the motion and the motion passed with a unanimous vote.  
· Mayor Turner presented two proposals for the 2026 Spring Paving Project.  The first was from Martin Paving in the amount of $225,992.19, and the second was from PRI in the amount of $269,376.00.  Alderman Wade made a motion for the City of Three Way to accept the proposal from Martin Paving in the amount of $225,992.19 to perform the work for the 2026 Spring Paving Project.  Alderman Young seconded the motion and the motion passed with a unanimous vote.
· Mayor Turner announced that the May 4 board meeting has being rescheduled to March 11 due to the Strawberry Festival and the State and County Primary Election being held at city hall on May 5. 
· Mayor Turner reported that Lashlee-Rich is hoping to complete the Pine Hill Park Expansion Project within the next 30 days.  They are still working on the restrooms and need to run the electricity and finish the floors on the pickleball courts. 
· Mayor Turner announced that Beth Ramer with Playworld Preferred will be on-site in the park Monday, April 13, to review the needs for benches and picnic tables in the pickleball area.  Also, a special called meeting will be held on Wednesday, April 15, to review the FY 2026 – 2027 budget.
