		Failure to attend the Beer Board hearing can result in postponement and/or denial of a beer permit.  The Acknowledgement of Understanding accompanying this application must be signed, dated, and turned in with the application to be considered for a beer permit.  

DISPLAY OF THE PERMIT:

Every permit issued pursuant to this chapter shall be displayed along with all other required permits and licenses in a conspicuous place in the establishment named and described in the permit.


THE BEER PERMIT PRIVILEGE TAX:

There is a yearly $100.00 Beer Permit Privilege Tax imposed by the City on each holder of a Beer Permit which must be paid by January 31st of each year or the permit will become void and the holder must re-apply to obtain another permit.  During this application period, they will not be allowed to sell beer.

Beer permits are non-transferable.  A permit is valid only for the owner to whom it is issued and cannot be transferred to another owner.  If you buy an existing business from someone else, you cannot use his or her permit.
