Mayor Turner asked for a motion to dispense with the reading of minutes from the board meeting on 11/3/25.  Alderman Wade moved to accept the minutes as presented.  Alderman Young seconded the motion – all were in favor, motion passed. 
· Treasurer’s Report

· Communications From The People
· Bill Floyd said he heard rumors of the person who owns property at the entrance to Turner Estates on Madison Woods included the street. Mayor Turner assured Floyd that it is a city street owned by the city. Floyd asked if the meetings that city officials attend are open to all mayors across the state. Mayor Turner responded that all cities in Tennessee that are members of Tennessee Municipal League, their mayor, city board and other ranking officials are invited. Floyd’s final comment remarked that he does not like the city’s name, “Three Way” due to it having another meaning. He asked what the procedure is to have a name change. Mayor Turner said he has lived here all his life and the area was always called Three Way, even before it incorporated when it was known as Fairview. Turner said he did not know the procedure of changing the city’s name.
· Communications From the Board of Mayor and Aldermen
· Mayor Turner gave an update on the Pine Hill Park expansion project. He said weather has not been favorable for the project, but progress is being made. He said the driveway and parking lot is paved, the pickle ball courts are paved but still need the finish coating and stripes. The restrooms walls are about a third finished. The mayor also noted there was a change order for three HVAC split units that were installed in both restrooms of the pavilion and one in the maintenance building. The electrical wiring for these units was not included in the original bid. Wade Electric did the wiring at a cost of $2,838.
· Mayor Turner offered an update on street inspections performed in Ashberry Farms on the streets being submitted to be accepted as city streets. He said the city’s engineer firm, A2H, had two inspectors look at the roads but the city has not received a report on the findings. Turner also met with Collin Miller, the developer of Ashberry Farms, and went over some things that needed to be repaired.
· Mayor Turner reported that the city’s annual Christmas dinner is planned for Thursday, December 4 at city hall. He also offered an update on the Christmas decorations in the park and city hall. He said the lights and decorations are up and running. He said while the city had rented a lift for the installers to use, it was also used to replace lighting in the maintenance building. City workers replaced the outdated and nonworking florescent lights with LED lights.
· Mayor Turner announced that copies of the Madison Co. Sheriff Patrol Activity Reports for the month were available on the back table.
