· Communications From the Board of Mayor and Aldermen
· Mayor Tremblay presented the 2nd reading of Ordinance No. 2024-2, an Ordinance of the City of Three Way, Providing that Title 11, of the Three Way Municipal Code be Amended by Adding Chapter 5, Offenses Against Property, and Chapter 6, Offenses Involving Firearms.  Alderman Young made a motion to accept the 2nd reading of Ordinance No. 2024-2 as presented and Alderman Wade seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a roll call vote.

· Mayor Tremblay presented the 2nd reading of Ordinance No. 2024-3 Designating the City of Three Way, Tennessee as the Payee on Fines and/or Penalties for Violation of Municipal Ordinances.  Alderman Wade made a motion to accept the 2nd reading of Ordinance No. 2024-3 as presented and Alderman Young seconded.  The motion passed with a roll call vote.
· Mayor Tremblay announced that the new John Deere boom mower has been delivered after many months of delay.  The mower is in use and running smoothly.  
· Mayor Tremblay said she contacted Greer Lashlee again about the status of the Pine Hill Park Expansion Project.  Greer said he tried to contact Jim Gilliam but did not get a response.  Mary Tremblay said she also tried to contact Jim Gilliam herself but did not receive a response.   The mayor said she would discuss the project with the new incoming mayor, David Turner.  The City will need to determine how to proceed with the project in the new year.
· Mayor Tremblay announced that the swearing in of the newly elected officials, Mayor David Turner, and the two Alderman, Danny Wade and Franca Young, would take place on Monday, January 6, 2025 at 6:45 pm in the city hall board room.
· Mayor Tremblay announced that the City Christmas Dinner is being held at city hall on Wednesday, December 4, with appetizers starting at 6:00 pm and dinner at 6:30 pm.  The dinner is to show appreciation to the volunteers who serve on the Three Way Planning and Zoning Commissions, the employees, and the board members.
