· Mayor Turner asked for a motion to remove the tabled February 3 agenda item:  6.2 Board of Mayor and Aldermen Consideration for Approval for a Revised Development Plan for Winchester Place Section 3.  Alderman Wade made a motion to remove the tabled item and said the reason for the item being tabled was to give Attorney Jay Bush time to research if the Board had the authority to override the PRD.  Jay Bush reported the PRD had expired, eliminating the need for Board consideration.  Alderman Young seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the motion passed.  
· Mayor Turner reported that developer Lee Godfrey has rescinded the revised development plan for Winchester Place Section 3.  The expired PRD was removed from the City of Three Way zoning.  There is not a site plan to revisit at this time.  When a new plan is submitted with RM1 lot sizes to Stan Pilant, he will send it to the Three Way Planning Commission only.  The Board of Mayor and Aldermen will not be voting on it, as per Stan, due to RM1 zoning already being in place.
· Attorney Ashby R. Scott from Memphis, TN attended the meeting to represent residents who live south of the proposed Winchester Place development on the grounds that vegetation removed by the developer of the new subdivision was causing erosion and flooding.  Mayor Turner directed Ms. Scott to Stan Pilant for questions in regard to the development.
