Mayor Turner asked for a motion to dispense with the reading of minutes from the 12/2/24 board meeting and the 12/30/24 special called meeting.  Alderman Wade moved to accept the minutes as presented.  Alderman Young seconded the motion – all were in favor, motion passed. 
· Treasurer’s Report

· Susan Rogers announced that the ARPA funds the city received during the Covid pandemic was spent in its entirety.  Expenditures include employee bonuses, street paving, a new claw truck, and a new John Deere boom mower.

· Communications From The People

· Communications From the Board of Mayor and Aldermen
· David Turner opened the meeting by introducing himself as the new mayor of Three Way.  He stated that Three Way has been his home all his life and he is looking forward to serving the community.  He thanked everyone for attending the swearing in and the board meeting.

· Mayor Turner asked for nominations for the position of vice-mayor.  Alderman Young nominated Alderman Wade and the board as a whole ratified the nomination.  Danny Wade was elected vice-mayor for the City of Three Way.

· Mayor Turner presented Resolution No. R-2009-1A to amend Resolution No. R-2009-1 Authorizing a Credit Card in the Name of the City of Three Way, Tennessee.  The mayor explained that this amendment is necessary in order to add the Maintenance Supervisor as an authorized user on the credit card.  In addition, this resolution allows both the city recorder and the mayor to be able to apply for a credit card in the name of the City of Three Way from a financial institution.  Alderman Young made a motion to accept Resolution No. R-2009-1A as presented and Alderman Wade seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a unanimous vote.
· Mayor Turner announced the city was not awarded the Blue Cross Healthy Places grant this year.  There was a total of 83 applicants who applied for the grant.  Mayor Turner said the city will continue submitting future applications.
· Mayor Turner reported that the Board recently met with Lashlee-Rich and Wold AE to discuss the Pine Hill Park Expansion Project.  Wold AE is working on drawing revisions for the project and will present them in the next scheduled meeting on January 21, 2025.  The goal is to have everything in place by mid-February to start the bidding process.

· Mayor Turner thanked Deputy Reynolds for providing security at the meeting and announced that copies of the December 2024 Madison Co. Sheriff Patrol Activity Reports were on the back table.

· Alderman Wade thanked everyone for their support in attending the swearing in and the board meeting and also thanked Madison County Mayor A. J. Massey for his attendance.
