Mayor Turner asked for a motion to dispense with the reading of minutes from the board meeting on 6/2/25 and the special called meetings on 6/9/25 and 6/12/25.  Alderman Wade moved to accept the minutes as presented.  Alderman Young seconded the motion – all were in favor, motion passed.

· Communications From The People
· There were no communications from the people.
· Communications From the Board of Mayor and Aldermen
· Mayor Turner presented the 1st reading of Ordinance No. 2025-3 Designating the City of Three Way, Tennessee as the Payee on Fines and/or Penalties for Violation of Municipal Ordinances to include the recently passed Ordinance No. 2025-2 to ban the sale of fireworks in Three Way and to establish set dates and times when fireworks are legal to shoot in the city limits.  After the 2nd reading of Ordinance No. 2025-3, Jay Bush will submit a copy to the Madison County Sheriff and General Sessions Court to keep them updated on the Three Way municipal codes that carry a fine of $50.  Alderman Wade made a motion to Accept Ordinance No. 2025-3 Designating the City of Three Way, Tennessee as the Payee on Fines and/or Penalties for Violation of Municipal Ordinances and Alderman Young seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a roll call vote.
· Mayor Turner announced the Letter of Intent for the Pine Hill Park Expansion Project has been forwarded to Jim Atkins.  The approval process is complete and the project is expected to start sometime in July.
· Mayor Turner announced the claw truck is now back in operation after receiving major damage when it got stuck in the mud at the Madison County landfill.  The City is now using the Milan, TN landfill for waste disposal to avoid driving through mud to dump the truck.  The Milan landfill agreed to accept the waste at the same price the City was paying Madison Co.  
· Mayor Turner reported that Spectrum completed moving their cable underground in the Saddle Tree subdivision.
· Mayor Turner said that Dembro, LLC purchased the Regions Bank Building and is moving their business to Three Way.  Dembro is a financial planning firm.
· Mayor Turner presented a letter from the Tennessee Comptroller’s Office commending Three Way for their timely submission of the FY 2025 – 2026 budget and confirmed everything was in order with no changes necessary.  The mayor thanked the alderman and the city recorder for their support in the preparation of this year’s fiscal budget.
· Mayor Turner announced that he and Alderman Wade will be attending the TML annual conference in Chattanooga on August 2 – August 5, 2025.  For this reason, the regular board meeting in August has been rescheduled for Monday, August 11.  Susan Rogers will update the city website and post a notice on the park kiosk to announce the rescheduled date.
· Mayor Turner thanked Deputy Phillips for attending the meeting to provide security and for his service to the community.  The Mayor announced that copies of the Madison Co. Sheriff Patrol Activity Reports for the month of June were available on the back table.

· Alderman Young mentioned that You Load had several containers of trash stored on the property where Kelso Landscaping was leasing from Michael Jenkins.  She questioned whether this was allowed under zoning regulations.  Mayor Turner said he would contact Stan Pilant and Derek Benson at the Planning Commission to see what needs to be done to prevent You Load from continuing to use the property to store trash containers.
