Mayor Sanders asked for a motion to dispense with the reading of minutes from the board meeting on 2/7/2022 and the special called meeting on 2/16/2022.  Alderman Tremblay moved to accept the minutes as presented.  Alderman Wade seconded the motion – all were in favor, motion passed. 
· Treasurer’s Report

· Communications From The People
· Nell Moore asked for an update on the installation of transverse rumble strips on the streets in Willow Ridge Subdivision.  Mayor Sanders said he placed a call to MTAS to inquire on the effectiveness of the rumble strips from a speeding standpoint and is waiting for their reply. 
· Nell Moore asked if school age children in Three Way could attend school in Medina. Mayor Sanders said since Three Way was in Madison County, school children from this area are zoned to attend schools in Madison County and were not allowed to go to school in Medina unless there was a special circumstance, which would need approval from the Medina School Board.
· Communications From the Board of Mayor and Aldermen
· Mayor Sanders presented the second reading of Ordinance No. ZONING 2022-1 to Amend the Official Map of the City of Three Way by changing property located at 24 Turner Loop Road from R-M District to B-P District, comprising of 0.43 acres, more or less.  Alderman Wade made a motion to approve Ordinance No. ZONING 2021-2 and Alderman Tremblay seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a roll call vote.
· Mayor Sanders presented the second reading of Ordinance No. 2022-1 Designating the City of Three Way, Tennessee as the Payee on Fines and/or Penalties for Violation of Municipal Ordinances.  Mayor Sanders explained that the passage of the City Municipal Code made it necessary to update the list of city violations associated with a fine for the Madison County Sheriff’s Office and General Sessions Court to use as a guideline.  Alderman Tremblay made a motion to accept Ordinance No. 2022-1 and Alderman Wade seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a roll call vote.
· Mayor Sanders reported that Westenn Fence was in the process of installing the chain link fence in the park.  They have finished the posts and will begin stringing the wire when weather permits.  The City has until the end of March to submit an invoice of at least $1,000 to PEP in order to receive a $500 Property Conservation Grant.
· Mayor Sanders reported that the wood chipper is out of service and currently undergoing repairs in Memphis.  The City is using a contractor who has a claw truck to assist with limb pickups until the return of the chipper.  The Mayor mentioned that the purchase of a claw truck is something the City of Three Way may need to consider in the future as is could be used for other things in addition to limb pickups.
· Mayor Sanders said the remaining property owners who had not complied with proper placement of their basketball goals had been served a second notice by the deputy sheriff.  With the second passing of Ordinance No. 2022-1, the remaining owners who are still not in compliance will be served with a fine.  About 50% of the homeowners who received notices have yet to comply.
· Mayor Sanders reported to Paul Hensley that he’s made a request to JEA for them to place a camera down the pipe on Chamberlain Drive.  JEA has put this project on their list but has not given a timeframe on when this task will be completed.  The Mayor said he contacted three other sources and was told that JEA is the only source with the proper equipment for the task.  Paul Hensley said he would also contact JEA to see if he could expedite the request.  Mayor Sanders told Paul that he passed along the request that he wanted to be present when they put the cameras down the pipe.
· Mayor Sanders announced that Three Way is hosting a Heritage Day on Saturday, March 26, 2022.  He read the agenda from the Heritage Day flyer and announced that the information could also be found on the City website.  The City received a $500 grant from the Madison County Bicentennial Committee to help assist with the cost.  No rain date is set for the event.
· Mayor Sanders announced that the TML Conference will be held in Nashville, TN on March 14 – 15, 2022.
