· Minutes
Mayor Turner asked for a motion to dispense with the reading of minutes from the board meeting on 4/6/26 and the special called meeting on 4/15/26. Alderman Wade made a motion to accept the minutes as presented but requested that the date of the April minutes on the 5/11/26 agenda be corrected to 4/6/26.  Alderman Young seconded the motion – all were in favor, motion passed.

· Communications From The People
· Bill Floyd requested the street names recently paved.  Mayor Turner replied they were in Ashberry Farms subdivision, Allen Woods Lane, and a small portion of Sanders Bluff Road.
· Communications From the Board of Mayor and Aldermen
· Mayor Turner presented the 1st reading of the FY 2026 – 2027 budget and stated the Board had a special called meeting to review the budget items thoroughly prior to passage.  Alderman Wade announced the property tax rate stayed the same at $0.4159 with no increase.  Aldermen Young made a motion to accept the 1st Reading of the FY 2026 – 2027 budget with a property tax rate of $0.4159.  Alderman Wade seconded the motion and the motion passed with a roll call vote.
· Mayor Turner presented two proposals to contract lawn care services for the approximately 8 acres around the city hall and pickleball courts within the fence.  Services include mowing all acreage, trimming around sidewalks, buildings, trees, culverts, and fences.  Services also include blowing off all parking lots, sidewalks, and steps, as well as maintaining weed control in the flower beds.  Reynolds Lawn and Landscape quoted services at $850 per mow for a total of 18 mows, and Lovelace Lawn and Landscaping quoted an annual fee of $21,450.00 at $825 per mow for a total of 26 mows.  Alderman Wade made a motion to accept the proposal from Lovelace Lawn and Landscaping in the amount of $21,450 annually for a total of 26 mows.  Alderman Young seconded the motion and the motion passed with a unanimous vote.  Mayor Turner asked Jay Bush to draft a contract agreement to include all services as stated and to note that the contractor will submit an invoice for $1,787.50 on a monthly basis for a 12-month period.  The contractor will not receive a lump sum payment.
· Mayor Turner reported that the 2026 Spring Paving Project has been completed.  This includes paving in the older section of Ashberry Farms Subdivision and Allen Woods Lane.  Martin Paving also provided their services at no charge to repair an area that dipped on Sanders Bluff Road close to the entrance of the Middle Fork Bottoms State Park.
· Mayor Turner reported the Pine Hill Park Expansion Project is ongoing.  The pickle ball courts are scheduled to be painted and completed in the next two weeks.  Gibson Electric has run the wiring for the electricity but it needs to be hooked up to the meter. The new furniture for the park has been ordered, but has not been delivered.  The target date for project completion is the end of June 2026.
· Mayor Turner announced that Ron Harris, the West Tennessee Pickleball Ambassador, forwarded the city information on how to sign-up for free pickleball lessons.  A copy of his contact information is on the back table in the board room if anyone is interested.
· Mayor Turner asked board members to forward the signature page of the city’s Conflict of Interest Policy to Susan Rogers to put on file.  A review of the policy is required once a year per the city’s internal control guidelines.
· Mayor Turner announced that the FY 2026 – 2027 Budget Public Hearing will be held on June 1, 2026 at 6:45 pm, prior to the June 1 board meeting.

· The mayor announced that copies of the Madison Co. Sheriff Patrol Activity Reports for the month of April were on the back table and thanked Deputy Lor and Deputy Baker for providing security for the meeting.
· Mayor Turner congratulated Danny Wade on a job well done for being in charge of the local Strawberry Festival this year.  Danny stated it was a coordinated community effort and thanked Mayor Turner for his recognition of the hard work that goes into the coordination of the event.
