Mayor Sanders asked for a motion to dispense with the reading of minutes from the board meeting on 4/4/2022 and the special called meeting on 4/12/2022.  Alderman Tremblay moved to accept the minutes as presented.  Alderman Wade seconded the motion – all were in favor, motion passed.

· Communications From The People
· Gary Wood reported that orange cones were still on Madison Woods even though JEA was no longer working on the street.  Mayor Sanders said he had contacted JEA and they were not finished with work on the street and were scheduled to start back soon to complete the project.
· Paul Hensley asked for an update on the request for the City to make repairs on his property on Chamberlain Drive.  Mayor Sanders said the City was waiting for A2H to give them the specs on repairing the catch basin across the street from the property and would put the project up for bid as soon as the information was in hand.
· Communications From the Board of Mayor and Aldermen
· Mayor Sanders presented the first reading of Ordinance No. 2022-2 for the City of Three Way, Tennessee to Adopt the FY 2022 – 2023 Budget and Tax Rate.  The Mayor said the current tax rate would remain the same in the first reading of the budget.  He made an assurance that if the tax rate changes at a later date due to this year’s property reappraisals, an amendment will be made to adjust the rate so that there will not be a property tax increase.  Alderman Tremblay made a motion to accept Ordinance No. 2022-2 for the City of Three Way, Tennessee to Adopt the FY 2022 – 2023 Budget and Tax Rate as presented and Alderman Wade seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a roll call vote.
· Mayor Sanders presented Ordinance No. 2021-1A to Amend the City of Three Way FY Budget 2021 – 2022 to increase expenditures in the amount of $50,000 in the General Fund due to unforeseen natural disaster cleanup expenses, and to transfer ARPA funds in the amount of $250, 426.16 from the General Fund to the ARPA Fund.  Alderman Wade made a motion to accept Ordinance No. 2021-1A to Amend the FY 2021 – 2022 Budget and Alderman Tremblay seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a roll call vote.
· Mayor Sanders presented the decision from the Board on the appeal made by the property owner in Ashberry Farms in regard to Municipal Code, Section 16-113, with the decision being made that the basketball goal must be in compliance with City Code.
· Mayor Sanders reviewed the Conflict of Interest Policy and asked the Board members to sign the acceptance forms and give them to the City Recorder to keep on file.
· Mayor Sanders announced that the State and County Primary Election will be held at City Hall on Tuesday, May 3, from 8:00 am – 7:00 pm.
· Mayor Sanders announced that the FY 2022 – 2023 Budget Public Hearing will be held at City Hall on Monday, June 6, 2022 at 6:45 pm.
