Mayor Tremblay asked for a motion to dispense with the reading of minutes from the 10/7/2024 board meeting.  Alderman Wade moved to accept the minutes as presented.  Alderman Young seconded the motion – all were in favor, motion passed. 
· Treasurer’s Report

· Communications From The People
· There were no communications from the people.
· Communications From the Board of Mayor and Aldermen
· Mayor Tremblay presented the first reading of Ordinance No. 2024-2, an Ordinance of the City of Three Way, Providing that Title 11, of the Three Way Municipal Code be Amended by Adding Chapter 5, Offenses Against Property, and Chapter 6, Offenses Involving Firearms.  The Madison County Sheriff’s Office recommended that a firearms ordinance was needed due to a target shooting incident that occurred in the city limits.  Hunting is not included in this ordinance as State law allows hunting permits on private property as long as State requirements are met.  The property portion of the ordinance was to strengthen the municipal code already in place for offenses against property.  Alderman Wade made a motion to accept the first reading of Ordinance No. 2024-2 as presented and Alderman Young seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a roll call vote.

· Mayor Tremblay presented the first reading of Ordinance No. 2024-3 Designating the City of Three Way, Tennessee as the Payee on Fines and/or Penalties for Violation of Municipal Ordinances.  Whenever an ordinance is passed that carries a fine, the Madison County Sheriff’s Office and General Sessions Court require an ordinance update for their files.  Alderman Young made a motion to accept the first reading of Ordinance No. 2024-3 as presented and Alderman Wade seconded.  The motion passed with a roll call vote.
· Mayor Tremblay presented Resolution No. R2012-12N to Amend Resolution Number R2012-12 Establishing a Personnel Policy for the City of Three Way, Tennessee.  The Mayor stated that by accepting this resolution, the current health insurance stipend would be eliminated altogether.  She asked the Board if they would agree for the current money received from the stipend to be converted from a flat rate to an hourly rate, and add that increase of $2.02 per hour to the current employees’ hourly rate in order for their annual salary to stay the same as if they still had the stipend.  A previous resolution stated that employees who were eligible for the stipend could have either/or, but not both.  Mayor Tremblay reported that the money for both expenditures is already in this year’s FY budget so the bottom line of the budget will not be affected.  Alderman Wade made a motion to accept Resolution No. R2012-12N to eliminate the health insurance stipend, and for the money received from the stipend to be converted to an hourly rate increase for the current employees.  Alderman Young seconded the motion and the motion passed with a unanimous vote.
· Mayor Tremblay commended City Recorder Susan Rogers for her efforts in the City receiving a Certificate of Recognition from the Tennessee Comptroller of the Treasury for timely submission of a balance budget for FY 2024 – 2025.  The Mayor stated that only 26% of the municipalities in Tennessee receive this certificate.
· Mayor Tremblay announced that the State and Federal General Election and the Three Way election will take place on Tuesday, November 5, at city hall from 8:00 am – 7:00 pm

· Mayor Tremblay reminded everyone that the City will start leaf pickup service for loose leaves on Thursday, November 7, 2024.

· Mayor Tremblay said she spoke with Greer Lashlee about the status of the Pine Hill Park Expansion Project.  Greer said he had not been in contact with WOLD and would reach out to them for an update.

· Mayor Tremblay mentioned that the Madison County Sheriff’s Reports for the month of October were on the back table and thanked Deputy Pillow for providing security at the board meeting.
