· Mayor Sanders presented the second reading of Ordinance No. ZONING 2022-2 to Amend the Official Map of the City of Three Way to rezone property located at 124 and 136 Green Road, from A-O District to R-L District, comprising of 5.95 acres, more or less.  Alderman Tremblay made a motion to approve Ordinance No. ZONING 2022-2 to Amend the Official Map of the City of Three Way to rezone property located at 124 and 136 Green Road, from A-O District to R-L District, comprising of 5.95 acres and Alderman Wade seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a roll call vote.
· Discussion was held with City Attorney Jay Bush on establishing a City Municipal Court in Three Way.  Jay Bush will draft the required documentation to establish the court to include the following:
1) The judge can be a practicing attorney who is licensed in TN with a minimum age of 30, and can reside in any surrounding county.  The applicant is not restricted to residency in Madison County.  Years of experience will be considered in the selection process.
2) If a substitute judge is needed, a practicing attorney who is licensed in TN and is from the same law firm as the judge can fill the role.
3) Court will be held the second Monday of each month at 3:00 pm.

4) Salary will be based on the standard hourly rate that the selected applicant bills in private practice, plus a mileage reimbursement can be provided.

5) The City Recorder will serve as the City Court Clerk.  
6) Jay Bush will find out if the City Recorder needs a separate City Court Clerk certification or if having a CMFO certification is sufficient to serve both roles.
7) Jay Bush will forward to Susan Rogers the required documentation to establish the court so it can be added to the November 7 Agenda.  

· Mayor Sanders opened the floor for discussion on the park expansion and reviewed information presented to the City from Wold HRF Design.  Mayor Sanders will set up a meeting to allow the Board to ask questions and get more information on what Wold HRF Design has to offer and the projected cost.
