Mayor Sanders asked for a motion to dispense with the reading of minutes from the board meeting on 9/7/2021. Alderman Tremblay moved to accept the minutes as presented.  Mayor Sanders seconded the motion – all were in favor, motion passed.

· Paul Hensley stated for the record that he did not agree with the city’s decision in the September 7 minutes in regard to storm water damage at 74 Chamberlain Drive.
· Bill Floyd made a suggestion that the City contact Rich Johnson to use some of the photos he takes with his drone and use them on the city website.  Mayor Sanders said he would contact Rich to discuss the possibility.
· Paul Hensley said he had someone investigate the cause of the storm water damage at his property located at 74 Chamberlain Drive and would like to present his findings after the City Attorney position is filled.
· Communications From the Board of Mayor and Aldermen
· Mayor Sanders opened the Rezoning Public Hearing to Amend the Official Map of the City of Three Way by rezoning property located at the southwest quadrant of Sanders Road and Madison Woods, contingent upon the construction of the single-family residential be compatible with the adjacent subdivision of Turner Estates, from B-P (Planned Business) District to R-M (Medium Density Residential) District, comprising 3.13 acres, more or less. Mayor Sanders said he thought there was confusion surrounding the rezoning because of the wording the Madison County Planning and Zoning Commission used in their newspaper ad.  Basically, this will be a single-family home built on the property as described.  Several residents from Turner Estates and Madison Woods attended the hearing and a discussion session was held on the rezoning.  No attendees at the meeting had any objections to the rezoning and Mayor Sanders closed the Rezoning Public Hearing.
· Mayor Sanders presented the first reading of Ordinance No. ZONING 2021-2 to Amend the Official Map of the City of Three Way by rezoning property located at the southwest quadrant of Sanders Road and Madison Woods, from B-P (Planned Business) District to R-M (Medium Density Residential) District, comprising 3.13 acres, more or less.  Alderman Tremblay made a motion to approve Ordinance No. Zoning 2021-2 and Alderman Wade seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a roll call vote.
· Mayor Sanders presented Resolution No. 2021-2 Adopting the Mitigation Plan for Madison County, TN and Incorporated Cities of Jackson, Three Way, and Medon.  Alderman Wade made a motion to accept Resolution No. 2021-2 to Adopt the Mitigation Plan for Madison County and the Incorporated Cities of Jackson, Three Way, and Medon.  Alderman Tremblay seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a roll call vote.
· Mayor Sanders presented quotes from All Occasion Lighting for installation of Christmas Decorations/Lights at City Hall and Pine Hill Park.  Alderman Tremblay made a motion to accept the quote from All Occasion Lighting in the amount of $2,005 to decorate City Hall, and $5,000 to decorate Pine Hill Park.  Alderman Wade seconded the motion.  The motion passed with a unanimous vote.

· Mayor Sanders announced that the City of Three Way will receive approximately $500,000 from the American Rescue Plan Act and one half of that amount will be deposited into the General Fund sometime during the first two weeks of November.  The City will receive the remaining half of the funds next year.  At this time, the current guidelines do not allow the City to utilize the funds.  For now, the money will remain in the General Fund.
· Mayor Sanders presented two resumes of attorney’s who have applied for the City Attorney position.  The Board will interview the applicants on Wednesday, October 6, with an alternate date of Tuesday, October 12.  Mayor Sanders will contact the applicants to setup the interviews.
· The Board set Tuesday, December 7, at 6:30 pm as the date and time for the City of Three Way Christmas Dinner.  The dinner will be held in the city hall boardroom.
