Mayor Turner asked for a motion to dispense with the reading of minutes from the board meeting on 8/11/25.  Alderman Young moved to accept the minutes as presented.  Mayor Turner seconded the motion – all were in favor, motion passed. 
· Treasurer’s Report

· Communications From The People
· Bill Floyd announced that during the tenure of Mayor Tremblay he researched the history of the Fesmire Building.  The original building on the property was a church; however, the church caught on fire and burnt down many years ago.  In its place, a new building was constructed and eventually it was used as a community building.  Bill suggested that a plaque be placed on the premises of the Fesmire Building as a memorial to the Fairview Methodist Episcopal Church South that once stood there.  Mayor Turner thanked Bill for his recommendation.
· Communications From the Board of Mayor and Aldermen
· Mayor Turner asked City Recorder Susan Rogers to report on the property insurance coverage for the Fesmire Building.  Susan explained that the building was currently covered with replacement cost valued at $322,351 vs. actual cash value at $117, 615.  She asked the board for their recommendation on coverage as insuring it with actual cash value would save the city around $500 per year.  The board made the decision to keep the property insurance coverage at replacement cost.  Mayor Turner made a motion to continue insurance coverage as it currently stands and Alderman Young seconded.  The motion passed with a unanimous vote.
· City attorney Jay Bush reported that Michael Jenkins, the owner of YouLoad, LLC, has been served with a notice to either immediately comply with the zoning regulations on his property at 169 Three Way Lane, or come up with a plan to remove the waste containers he has stored on the premises.   The board gave Jay Bush the directive to move forward with legal proceedings if Michael Jenkins doesn’t comply with the zoning regulations on the property.
· Mayor Turner reported that he plans to contact A2H to assist with inspecting the streets in Ashberry Farms that have not been accepted by the city.   He is also going to work with Stan Pilant and Jay Bush to establish guidelines for developers to follow when putting new streets in subdivisions.  He would like for the city to contract with A2H to use as the city engineer for street inspections during new construction to ensure compliance.
· Mayor Turner reported that the Pine Hill Park Expansion Project was on track.  The contractors have moved dirt and posts have been set in concrete for the pickle ball courts.  Jim Atkins sent the mayor a report on what work would take place over the next few weeks.  The estimated date for project completion is the end of October 2025.
· Mayor Turner thanked the Madison County Sheriff’s Office for providing security for the meeting and for their service to the community.  The mayor announced that copies of the Madison Co. Sheriff Patrol Activity Reports for the month of August were available on the back table.
