Mayor Tremblay asked for a motion to dispense with the reading of minutes from the 8/7/23 board meeting.  Alderman Wade moved to accept the minutes as presented.  Alderman Young seconded the motion – all were in favor, motion passed. 
· Treasurer’s Report

· Communications From the People
· Gary Wood mentioned that the catch basin and culvert under the Madison Woods Road in Turner Estates appeared to need repairs.  Mayor Tremblay said she would investigate the condition of the catch basin and culvert and take action if necessary.
· Communications From the Board of Mayor and Aldermen
· Mayor Tremblay reviewed a list of several drainage issues that occurred in Three Way during the flooding rain on 8/4/2023 and then additional rain on 8/9/2023.  She contacted a public works senior expert at MTAS and also Yandell Construction to investigate each issue to determine if any action is needed from the city or if the homeowners are responsible for repairs.  She is waiting for a final report from MTAS.  It has also been discovered that the culvert on Three Way Lane has erosion damage on the east end.  Yandall Construction is investigating the damage to determine if the culvert can be repaired or if it needs to be replaced.  A quote will be provided to determine if the project needs to be bid.
· Mayor Tremblay announced that Trey Smith will be present at his sign dedication on October 13.  Mayor Tremblay will contact Trey’s father to set up a time for the ceremony.  Alderman Wade will be responsible for press releases to promote the event and the mayor’s office will send invitations to local and state elected officials and post the event on the city website.  It was also suggested that USJ be contacted about the event since that’s where Trey went to school.  The event will be held at Pine Hill Park.
· Mayor Tremblay reported that the BlueCross Healthy Places Grant Application has been submitted and thanked City Recorder Susan Rogers and Alderman Wade and Alderman Young for their assistance with the grant application process.  She also said this was a community effort with several members of the community participating in signing surveys and submitting letters to assist with the application.  The grant could be worth as much as $1,000,000 and it would go a long way to help pay for the Pine Hill Park Expansion Project if the City of Three Way gets an award.
· Mayor Tremblay announced that the City’s 25th anniversary for being incorporated is December 2023 and asked the board for their input on holding an event to celebrate the milestone.  She asked the board to think about how they would like to celebrate.  It was suggested that the celebration be held in conjunction with the annual Christmas dinner with perhaps finger foods for the public vs. serving a dinner.  This item will be added to the October 2023 agenda for further discussion.
· Mayor Tremblay announced that Bill Floyd has been researching the history of the Fairview Methodist Episcopal Church/Fesmire Building and has forwarded his findings to date to the city.  Bill is not finished with the project and will continue with his research.  The mayor thanked Bill for his hard work and dedication to the project.
· Mayor Tremblay announced that Gibson Electric selected the City of Three Way to receive a rural industrial development grant in the amount of $3,368.00.  This money will be dedicated to the Fairview Methodist Episcopal Church/Fesmire Building to help update/maintain the building.
· Mayor Tremblay announced that the Madison Co. Patrol Activity reports were

available on the back table for review.  The Madison Co. Sheriff’s Office provided 

security for the meeting.
